Supplies:

Iron, ironing surface (can be very small)

embroidery needles

Perle cotton #8 or embroidery floss

good sharp scissors (can be small)

100% wool scraps (preferably felted) or as a cheaper substitute regular felt
small circle templates if you have them

fine point felt tip pen

kilt pin (regular large safety pin will do if you don’t have a kilt pin)

Actual size approx 1 75” x 2”
