Quilt of Valor Block Directions
Block 1 – Make 5
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For each quilt you will need 5 of these blue Nine-Patches.  
Select 9, 4.5” square blues from the selection piles.  Sew them together to make 1 Nine-Patch.  Continue until there are 5.  


Quilt of Valor Block Directions
Block 2 – Make 10
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For one quilt you need a selection of 40 large (4.5”) blue squares and 80 small (2.5”) white squares to make the star points.  For each block you need 4 large blue squares and 8 small white squares for each star point. 
Draw a diagonal line on the wrong side of the white squares.
Place the small white square, right sides together on the top left corner of the large blue square, making sure your line runs from the top middle to the middle of the left side.  Sew on your line.  Continue until all 40 (4 for single block) are complete.  Cut ¼ inch to the outside of the line (closest to your point), iron open.  Once the left side is attached and ironed place another small white square on the top right corner (left corner should be white if laid properly) as before the diagonal line should run from middle top to middle right side, sew on the line.  Cut ¼ inch to the outside of the line (closest to your point), iron open.   
Once your star point squares are complete take 4 of them plus 4 large blue and 1 large white square for the block.  Lay them out like the picture above and sew your nine-patch together.

Block 3 – Make 2
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For one quilt you need a selection of 12 large (4.5”) red squares, 6 large (4.5”) white squares.
For each block take 6 large red squares and 3 large white squares and lay out as shown in the picture, sew your nine-patch together. Make 2 blocks.

Block 4 – Make 2
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For one quilt you need a selection of 6 large (4.5”) red squares, 12 large (4.5”) white squares.
For each block take 3 large red squares and 6 large white squares and lay out as shown in the picture, sew your nine-patch together. Make 2 blocks.











Quilt of Valor Block Directions
Block 5 – Make 4
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For one quilt you need a selection of 24 large (4.5”) blue squares, 4 large (4.5”) white squares and 8 large (4.5”) red squares.
For each block take 6 large blue squares, 2 large red squares and 1 large white squares and lay out as shown in the picture, sew your nine-patch together. Make 4 blocks.











Quilt of Valor Block Directions
Block 6 – Make 4
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For one quilt you need a selection of 24 large (4.5”) blue squares, 8 large (4.5”) white squares and 4 large (4.5”) red squares.
For each block take 6 large blue squares, 1 large red squares and 2 large white squares and lay out as shown in the picture, sew your nine-patch together. Make 4 blocks.









Quilt of Valor Block Directions
Block 7 – Make 6
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For one quilt you need a selection of 12 large (4.5”) red squares, 12 large (4.5”) white squares and 42 small (2.5”) blue squares to make the star points.  For each block you need 2 large red squares, 2 large white squares and 8 small blue squares for each star point. 
Draw a diagonal line on the wrong side of the blue squares.
Place the small blue square, right sides together on the top left corner of the large red square, making sure your line runs from the top middle to the middle of the left side.  Sew on your line.  Continue until all 12 (2 for single block) are complete.  Cut ¼ inch to the outside of the line (closest to your point), iron open.  Repeat for the 12 large white squares (2 for the single block).  Once the left side is attached and ironed place another small blue square on the top right corner (left corner should be blue if laid properly) as before the diagonal line should run from middle top to middle right side, sew on the line.  Cut ¼ inch to the outside of the line (closest to your point), iron open.   
Once your star point squares are complete take 4 of them (2 white, 2 red) plus 4 large red and 1 large blue square for the block.  Lay them out like the picture above and sew your nine-patch together.

Quilt of Valor Block Directions
Block 8 – Make 2

For one quilt you need a selection of 4 large (4.5”) red squares, 4 large (4.5”) white squares and 16 small (2.5”) blue squares to make the star points.  For each block you need 2 large red squares, 2 large white squares and 8 small blue squares for each star point. 
Draw a diagonal line on the wrong side of the blue squares.
Place the small blue square, right sides together on the top left corner of the large red square, making sure your line runs from the top middle to the middle of the left side.  Sew on your line.  Continue until all 4 (2 for single block) are complete.  Cut ¼ inch to the outside of the line (closest to your point), iron open.  Repeat for the 4 large white squares (2 for the single block).  Once the left side is attached and ironed place another small blue square on the top right corner (left corner should be blue if laid properly) as before the diagonal line should run from middle top to middle right side, sew on the line.  Cut ¼ inch to the outside of the line (closest to your point), iron open.   
Once your star point squares are complete take 4 of them (2 white, 2 red) plus 4 large white and 1 large blue square for the block.  Lay them out like the picture above and sew your nine-patch together.

Place the 35 blocks as shown, sew together.  
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
